Political:  Maricopa County 
is addressing a four-item 
document regarding board-
ing.  The first part of the 
document stated that only 
24 people including the resi-
dents were allowed on horse 
property.  Set backs had to 
be met and if not, a special 
use permit had to be is-
sued.  Now it has passed 
without any limitations and 
will go before the County 
Supervisors.  This will involve 
limitations of 50 people and 
50 trailers.  If you are inter-
ested in learning more about 
this, go to alla-
bouthorses.com/forums or 
azasha.com.  The meeting 
will take place at 205 W. 
Jefferson, in the auditorium, 
on August 19th, 2009, at 9 
a.m.  Get there early as 
standing in the back is pro-
hibited.  There were 220 
people who showed up 
there the last time.
