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SHA Board Meeting Minutes
of May 7, 2025

The SHA Board Meeting was held at
Tina’s on Wednesday, May 7th, 2025
at 7PM.

e SECRETARY — The Secretary’s
minutes from April were approved.
Pam Gaston made a motion for the
minutes to be accepted, and Sheila
Shattuck seconded it. All were in
favor.

e TREASURER - The checking
account has $7905.79. The Equine
Welfare Account has $3297.99.
There was no income. Here is the
outgoing monies for April. There
were stamps for the Pony tracks
that were $37.23, Trail lunch for
the Build your Sandwich Trail Ride
was $72.77, the Pony Tracks to Lisa
Rogers was $224.40. The first CD
has $ 11,045.93 and the second CD
has $1.236.91, and the third CD has
$2163.48. The balance in our
checking account is $7905.79.

Pony Express monies in for post-
cards was $4581. The rider apps
were $410. The sponsors were

$1525 for a total of $6516. Dollars
going out were $2935.18 so the
net was $3580.82.

MEMBERSHIP - There were
forty-eight individuals and thirty-
seven families plus five honorary
memberships. This equals one
hundred and twenty-nine
members in SHA thus far this
season.
